WHAT HAVE WE BEEN DOING?

Data

e The Treasury is working on releasing Core Crown expenditure information for Budget 2018 in
an open data format.

e The Treasury has agreed on a process for determining where licensing information needs to
be in the data file.



Budget 2018 Design

e Increased use of table of contents, figures, page references, tabs, and hyperlinks within and
across key Budget documents published on Treasury’s website.

WHAT’S NEXT?

Data

e Core Crown expenditure information will be released in an open data format to a limited set
of stakeholders for feedback, with a full release before Budget 2018.

e |tisintended that, over time, further fiscal data (e.g. tax revenue, balance sheet) will be
released in open data format.

e Consideration is being given to how promote the Treasury’s open Budget data on the
data.govt.nz platform.

Budget 2018 Design

e Provide targeted, bite size pieces of information (e.g. social media snippets), with links to
more detailed information.

e Greater use of booklets and foldouts on particular Budget packages will be developed to
better communicate Budget decisions.

e Publish a diagram on the Treasury’s website outlining the budget process and broad timeline.

e Publish a roadmap on the Treasury’s website on how to use the Budget publications and what
each publication provides.
